Recent press releases have detailed the severe financial crisis facing the State of Maryland. Many State agencies and departments, including the Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) have been affected by the efforts of Governor Ehrlich and the General Assembly to resolve the problem of a critical shortage of funds coupled with a large debt. Hiring freezes and cost containment actions have had a significant impact on MSDE’s programs as well as those of other agencies and departments.

I regret to inform you that the funding for the 2003 Maryland Technology Academy (MTA) Program will not be available; therefore, the MTA Leadership Program, the Administrators Symposium and the MTA Satellite Program will not be conducted this year. Dr. Grasmick has formed the Professional Development Advisory Council (PDAC) to examine teacher professional development across the State and to inform future professional development.  As professional development is being reshaped in Maryland, I would welcome your input and suggestions as we grow from the MTA into the Visionary Panel’s recommendation for future professional development.
